Program to explore Brown v Board of Education

A groundbreaking court decision that overturned the practice of segregation will be explored
Tuesday night at Mount Airy Museum of Regional History.

Actor and playwright Mike Wiley, who heads a production company in Durham, will present the
program “Brown v. Board of Education — Over Fifty Years Later.” The event that is free and
open to the public is scheduled from 7 to 8:30 p.m. on the museum’s third floor.

Wiley’s performance in Mount Airy Tuesday, as part of local Black History Month observances,
marks the third-straight year he has explored subjects here which defined the civil-rights
struggle in America. Last year, Wiley focused on Jackie Robinson, the first African-American to
play Major League baseball, and in 2011 his program was dedicated to Rosa Parks and the
Montgomery, Ala., bus boycott.
